1. Leadership & Governance
Strengths:
- Safeguarding arrangements judged effective by Ofsted.
- Governors monitor provision including RE and worship.
- Safeguarding audits and action planning in place.
Risks:
- Governors have not always acted quickly enough to challenge leaders.
- Safeguarding reporting system still in development (electronic system due Dec 2024).
Mitigation:
- Regular Prevent updates on governor agendas.
- Full implementation of electronic safeguarding reporting system.
- DSL and deputies to complete advanced Prevent training and cascade.
2. Staff Training & Awareness
Strengths:
- Staff trained on safeguarding and vigilant in reporting.
- Plans for trauma-informed and self-harm training.
Risks:
- Prevent-specific training not explicitly noted.
- Some staff may lack confidence in spotting radicalisation risks.
Mitigation:
- Annual Prevent refresher training for all staff.
- Record training on SCR.
- DSL to provide Prevent updates at staff briefings.
3. Curriculum & Pupil Awareness
Strengths:
- PSHE curriculum developing to include diversity and difference.
- Pupils learn tolerance, respect, and celebrate differences.
- Strong RE curriculum inclusive of ethical issues.
Risks:
- Curriculum still developing, with gaps in embedding subject-specific skills.
- Limited opportunities for pupils to explore global injustice.
Mitigation:
- Embed Prevent themes (democracy, tolerance, respect) in PSHE and curriculum.
- Develop pupil voice opportunities.
- Increase critical thinking about online influence.
4. Pupil Safety & Welfare
Strengths:
- Pupils feel safe and know reporting routes.
- Strong culture of nurture and behaviour.
- Good provision for refugee and vulnerable pupils.
Risks:
- Some SEND pupils not always receiving adapted support, increasing vulnerability.
Mitigation:
- Consider Prevent risk in all SEND support plans.
- Additional staff training on SEND and safeguarding links.
5. Partnerships & External Agencies
Strengths:
- Effective links with external agencies for SEND support.
- Strong partnership with local church and charities.
Risks:
- No explicit mention of partnership with Prevent/Channel panels.
Mitigation:
- DSL to maintain contact with Warwickshire Prevent team.
- Record all referrals and support pathways.

6. Locality & Demographics Context
St Lawrence CofE Primary School is located in Napton-on-the-Hill, Warwickshire, a small rural village community. The school serves a largely local catchment area, with the majority of pupils from White British backgrounds.

Key demographics (2025–26):
- Total pupils: 201
- Minority ethnic background: 7.8% (national: 38.4%)
- English as an Additional Language (EAL): 2.9% (national: 23.4%)
- Pupils with SEND: 22.5% (above national 18.3%)
- Free School Meals: 13.2% (below national 24.7%)
- Persistent Absence: 5.7% (below national 13.5%)
- Predominantly White British intake (92.2%), with small numbers of Indian, White & Asian, and mixed heritage pupils.
Risks:
- Low ethnic and linguistic diversity may reduce pupils’ direct exposure to different cultures, creating a risk of insularity.
- Low EAL population may mean limited natural opportunities to develop intercultural awareness.
- Higher than average SEND cohort (22.5%) increases vulnerability, as some pupils may be more susceptible to grooming or online radicalisation.
- Rural location with limited exposure to broader social contexts may increase susceptibility to online risks.
Mitigation:
- Embed intercultural understanding and diversity teaching in PSHE, RE, and wider curriculum.
- Use school assemblies, visiting speakers, and enrichment to broaden worldviews.
- Ensure Prevent safeguarding risks are fully integrated into SEND support plans.
- Strengthen digital literacy and online safety education to mitigate online radicalisation risks.
